Visit Slovakia!

Visas for U.S. and Canadian Citizens

There is no visa requirement for U.S. and Canadian citizens visiting Slovakia for up to 90 days, but visitors must have a passport valid for at least three months after the last intended day of their stay in Slovakia. A visa is needed for work and study purposes, or for stays exceeding 90 days. Such visas are issued by Slovak embassies or consulates general and cannot be obtained after arrival in Slovakia. Applicants are advised to apply at least 2-3 weeks, but no more than 30 days before their journey. More consular information is available at www.slovakembassy-us.org. Flight and Travel Arrangements

There are currently no direct flights between the U.S. and Slovakia. To reach Bratislava Airport, the traveler must stop in one of the larger European airports or use nearby Vienna International Airport - www.viennaairport.com (only about 35 miles from Bratislava via rental car or regular bus, with a rail link also planned) as the final destination. Flights last less than 10 hours from Washington, DC, or New York City; travelers from the West Coast can reach Vienna in less than 14 hours. Travelers can also fly through Ruzyně Airport in Prague, where there are regular flights to Bratislava (just like Sliač and Košice airports).

There are many flights to European cities directly from Slovak airports.  Refer to www.letiskobratislava.sk for flights from Bratislava, www.airportkosice.sk for flights from Košice and http://www.slovak-airports.net for flights from Poprad-Tatry and Sliač. Bus and train schedules are available at www.cp.sk, www.zsr.sk, www.raileurope.com and www.eurolines.sk. Rental car services can be found at www.rentpoint.sk, www.autoeurope.com, www.hertz.sk and www.avis.sk. Driving a highway in Slovakia you must buy a highway stamp available on each gas station.  Numerous Slovak travel agencies offer a whole array of services, including round-trip tickets, hotel reservations, transportation, meeting arrangements and interpreting services.
